It is the applicant's responsibility to eliminate risk so far as is reasonably practicable, or if not practicable to do so, minimise risk so far as is reasonably practicable. Applicants should follow the seven-step risk management process detailed in Defence Aviation Safety Authority (DASA) Advisory Circular 003/2018 - Risk Management in the Defence Aviation Safety Program when completing this form.

About this form and application process
Application Process 
This form is used to summarise key outcomes of the seven-step risk management process undertaken in preparing the application. DASA recommends the detail of the risk management activities are documented separately and referenced in the relevant sections of this form.
Applicants are to complete and sign the application form electronically and submit to the nominated DASA email or applicable Delegate of the Safety Authority (DoSA) if required. 
DASR Form 18b 
This DASR Form 18b is the official DASA form to apply to the Authority for an Approval of Flight Conditions under DASR 21 Subpart P. This form is considered part of an application pack and should be submitted with the appropriate evidence to support the application.
Withdrawal of Application 
This application can be withdrawn in writing at any time.
Section 1 - Applicant
1. Insert details of the organisation providing the Flight Conditions and associated substantiations, in accordance with DASR 21.A.703. Provide organisation approval number (eg MAOC number) if issued.
2. Provide a unique reference number for the application for traceability (for example the objective ID number). 
Section 2 - Aircraft Manufacturer / Type
3. Insert aircraft manufacturer and type, eg. British Aerospace / A27 Hawk Mk127.
Section 3 - Manufacturer Serial Number/s  
4. Use Annex A for a large number of aircraft, otherwise list the manufacturer serial numbers and ADF tail numbers here.
Section 4 - Purpose 
5. State the purpose of the flight(s) for which these Flight Conditions will apply, in accordance with DASR 21.A.701.
6. Summarise the hazard and risk context IAW Step 1 of the seven-step risk management process. The purpose identified in the application must be sufficient to justify proceeding with the activity with a level of risk, of flying and putting people in harm's way. Considerations in establishing the hazard and risk context include the task objective(s), the military imperative for the task, and its urgency
Section 5 - Aircraft Configuration / Non-Compliance with Airworthiness Requirements
7. This section summarises the outcomes of the applicant's efforts to be reasonably informed of the risks and all possible controls, IAW Step 2 of the seven-step risk management process. It must include: (1) the actions taken by the applicant to become reasonably informed, (2) the identified hazards and associated risks, and (3) all possible risk controls (being careful not to discard any controls at this stage). This process must seek and integrate technical and operational inputs.
Section 6 - Validity Period
8. Provide a proposed validity period for the Flight Conditions. The proposed validity period should be supported by the substantiation and risk management that has been completed. Note that the period of validity on the Flight Conditions can be longer than the initial expected MPTF validity period, to account for potential delays to resolving the non-compliance, as long as the period requested is supported by the substantiation.
Section 7 - Conditions / Restrictions 
9. This section lists or references all the conditions/restrictions (integrating both technical and operational risk controls) to be implemented that will eliminate the risk SFARP, or if elimination is not reasonably practicable, minimise the risk SFARP IAW Steps 3 and 4 of the seven-step risk management process. A proposed validity period should be included.
Section 8 - Substantiations 
10. This section summarises or references key aspects of the risk assessment including:
(a)         All additional information supporting the establishment of the risk context described in Section 4 in which the proposed flight(s) will be conducted. This includes the identification of all stakeholders and justification for the operational imperative of the task. The risk context will determine the depth of risk assessment required and have a direct bearing on the reasonably practicable judgements made. All reference material used and any nominal conditions, assumptions and limitations on equipment, personnel or operating environment must also be described.
(b)         All steps undertaken to gain reasonable knowledge of the hazards and risks identified in Section 5 and identification of all possible risk control measures. The risk assessment conducted must integrate technical and operational inputs.
(c)         All justifications that the conditions and restrictions identified in Section 7 eliminate risk SFARP, or where not reasonably practicable, minimise risk SFARP. All gross disproportionality assessments justifying exclusion of an identified risk control measure must also be included.
(d)         The analysis supporting the characterisation of the risk remaining after the effective implementation of all the conditions and restrictions identified in Section 7. The characterisation of the risk remaining is to be summarised in Section 9.
Section 9 - Statement 
11. This section summarises the characterisation of the risk remaining IAW Step 5 of the seven-step risk management process. It includes a declaration from the applicant that the aircraft is capable of safe flight in that the conditions and restrictions are a set of integrated technical and operational risk controls that have eliminated the risk SFARP, or if not reasonably practicable to do so, minimised the risk SFARP.
12. By submitting this application the signatory, on behalf of the applicant's organisation, is attesting to the statement made in Section 9.
