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Release of DASR Amendment

An amendment to the Defence Aviation Safety Requlation (DASR) was released on 27 Feb 26.
This amendment incorporated one major change as well as several minor and editorial
changes. Please refer to the following documents for further information:

1. Notification of Change. Identifies noteworthy changes and specifies any applicable
transition periods.

2. Record of Change. Details all changes, providing rationale as well as a comparison of
previous and revised text.

The major change comprises a new edition of DASR SMS Safety Management Systems
inclusive of new regulation, Acceptable Means of Compliance and Guidance Material. A 12-
month transition period is applicable to this change. This change also includes:

1. removal of DASR Aircrew.60 Aviation Safety Training and DASR Aircrew.65 Risk
Management

2. publication of regulatory guidance within DASP Manual Volume 3 Chapter 14 Safety
Management Systems.

3. additions and amendments to the DASP Glossary and Acronyms List.

The next routine DASR release is scheduled for Jul 2026.
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
