PROPOSED REMOVAL OF EXCEPTION CLAUSE DASR 145.A.30(f)1 
AND ASSOCIATED AMC 

INTRODUCTION 

Applicability 

1. This proposal applies to Maintenance Organisations approved in accordance with Defence Aviation 
Safety Regulation (DASR) 145, that perform dye penetrant Non-Destructive Testing (NDT) as part of 
aircraft maintenance activities. 

Purpose 

2. The purpose of this Notice of Proposed Amendment (NPA) is to invite community consultation 
regarding the proposed removal of DASR 145.A.30(f)1 and associated Acceptable Means of 
Compliance (AMC) DASR 145.A.30(f), paragraph 12. 

Background 

3. DASA conducted a review of DASR NDT requirements in DASR 145.A.30. This review identified 
that DASR 145.A.30(f)1 and associated AMC may contribute to ambiguity between the use of colour 
contrast (visible) dye penetrant methods, which are not approved for aircraft maintenance (in 
accordance with ASTM E 1417-21 – Standard Practice for Liquid Penetrant Testing), and fluorescent 
penetrant methods, which are approved for aviation use. 

4. In addition, a Category B1 Military Aircraft Maintenance Licence (MAML) may be issued with 
exclusions for structural components, structural repairs and NDT techniques. Consequently, it is 
possible to hold a Category B1 MAML with little or no training in NDT techniques.  The exception clause 
in DASR 145.A.30(f)1 assumes that a Category B1 MAML holder has completed all Category B1 basic 
knowledge requirements; however, this may not always be the case. 

5. In accordance with DASR 145.A.30, a maintenance organisation approved in accordance with 
DASR 145 may still authorise personnel they consider competent to perform NDT techniques. 

Proposed Amendments 

6. The proposed amendments are as follows: 

a. DASR 145.A.30(f)1 will be Not Applicable, in addition: 

(1) DASA is considering additional GM to explain the rationale for deviation from EMAR. 

b. AMC 145.A.30(f) paragraph 12 will be deleted. 

7. The proposed changes are documented in Annex A.

Expected Benefits 

8. The proposed changes improve regulatory clarity and aviation safety by removing any implied 
acceptance of colour contrast (visible) dye penetrant testing and ensuring that NDT activities are 
performed exclusively by appropriately qualified and trained personnel. 

Regulatory Impact 

9. The removal of DASR 145.A.30(f)1 and AMC 145.A.30(f) paragraph 12 are not expected to have 
any impact on capability. Maintenance Organisations approved in accordance with DASR 145 will 
continue to authorise appropriately qualified personnel in accordance with DASR 145.A.30. 

Implementation Strategy  

10. Subject to the outcome of consultation, DASA proposes to incorporate the amendments described 
in this NPA in the DASR July 2026 release.
