<A Military Certification Review Item (MCRI) is a document recording tailoring of the Type Certification Basis, including new requirements, equivalent safety findings, or other tailoring of requirements, standards or means of compliance. All MCRIs require agreement from the Authority. MCRI categories are detailed below:
Exception – An Exception MCRI is used to detail tailoring to an Airworthiness Code or design standard that reduces the level of safety inherent in the native requirement, on the basis that requiring full compliance would adversely affect Defence capability. Exception MCRIs require an Operator Agreement based on appropriate understanding of the risk and potential controls, which is to be provided via an Airworthiness Issue Paper (AwIP) or equivalent risk management process.
Special Condition - A Special Condition MCRI is used to detail elements of the design for which a bespoke certification specification has been developed. Special Condition MCRIs which reduce the level of safety inherent in a native or benchmark requirement require an Operator Agreement based on appropriate understanding of the risk and potential controls, which is to be provided via an Airworthiness Issue Paper (AwIP) or equivalent risk management process.
Elect to Comply – An Elect to Comply MCRI is used where a later version of the PCC or alternative standard used elsewhere has been used for certification. 

Equivalent Safety Finding – An Equivalent Safety Finding MCRI is used where it is not possible to certify against an accepted standard, and agreement has been reached to provide a safety argument to demonstrate that an equivalent level of safety has been achieved. An equivalent safety finding MCRI that is reliant on operational controls to achieve the required level of safety must be supported by evidence of Operator agreement to those controls.
Interpretive Material/Means of Compliance/Acceptable Means of Compliance (IM/MOC/AMC) - An IM/MOC/AMC is used where the applicant wants to use an extant IM/MOC/AMC, but only in parts or with some basic changes to the content, or if there was a discussion about the application of such documents which needs to be recorded.>
DISCUSSION
